
Minutes of the Meeting of the Association of Lakes of Val-des-Monts held on March 24th, 2003 at 
the Municipality Office at 6 PM.

1. Present

The list of attendees is attached. The Chair notes the absence of any Municipal representatives 
to the Meeting who were also notified in writing.

2.  Minutes

The Minutes of the Meeting held on January 20th 2003 were circulated and it was moved by 
René Beaudry, seconded by Fred Laframboise and carried that the Minutes be approved as 
circulated except that in the French version the last sentence should read as follows: “On note 
que la vente de moteurs de bateaux à deux temps deviendrait illégale à partir de 2006».

3.  Allocation of Municipal Funds for 2003

Bernard in introducing the Sub-Committee’s report notes that the Municipality had approved a 
budget of $ 80,000. for FY 2003 to fund the Septic System Inspections and the Public 
Awareness Campaign. The Sub-Committee, chaired by Bernard Lamontagne, was composed 
of Suzanne Laplante (Lac St. Pierre), Tom Barber (standing in for Jim Nicol -Grand Lake) and 
David Hodgkin (PSLL). Bernard stated that 2-3 meetings of this Sub-Committee were held.

A copy of the slide presentation was circulated with the agenda and the Chair reviewed each 
slide. A number of questions and points of discussion were raised including the following:

1. Whether the inspection of grey waters was the subject of any regulations and, if not, 
how this would be monitored;

2. The need to have better enforcement of current regulations and ensure that they apply 
to every resident;

3. The various ways to cost out the road signs (out-right purchase of signs - possibility of 
less expensive option - or lease the signs for a 5-6 year lease);

4. The need to develop and integrate the recommended range of communication tools 
(such as the road signs, the pamphlet, the Web site, the pledge card and the school 
program); and

5. The suggestion of encouraging the planting trees throughout the Municipality

Following a good and detailed discussion by all members, it was moved by Peter Kearns,
seconded by Jane Panet and carried unanimously that the Proposal of the Sub-Committee be 
approved with the understanding that the Association present to the Municipality as soon as 
possible all options for the road signs, including the possibility of used signs.



��������Water Testing

Henri Fournier stated that ideally each lake association must test for transparency and, if 
possible, for phosphorous. In terms of the phosphorus, the test is required for two years (2003 
and 2004) and then repeated in five years, i.e., in 2009. One should collect three samples so as 
to avoid errors and the timing is when the ice melts (see Protocol) as well test for transparency 
(using the Secchi disk – see Protocol) at the same time. Some lake associations (such as St. 
Pierre, Grand and perhaps McGregor) should test at the same time for Calcium and pH. 
During the summer months (July – August), associations can test for E-Coli but ensure 2-3 
days of dry weather.

Bernard summarized the agreed-upon process as follows:

Henri agreed to prepare a 1-page summary (testing for dummies) and send it to Bernard for 
distribution. Bernard will circulate by e-mail and request each association to state to Tom 
Barber ( tbarber@burkerobertson.com ) the required number of bottles. Tom will order the 
bottles and deliver them either on the informal educational meeting or as members pick them 
up at the Municipality (once we have the required approval) at a time of their choosing. Water 
samples then need to be delivered to Caduceon (2378 Holly Lane, Ottawa - off Walkley Rd; 
east of Bank) and once the Associations receive their results to pay the invoice and send the 
results to Henri (henri.fournier@fapaq.gouv.qc.ca ). Henri will interpret the data and send his 
report to the Chair for distribution to the members and to the Municipality for communication 
to the general population.

Suzanne will contact the department of Buildings and Environment in regards to the bottles 
and the Secchi disks.

It was agreed to schedule an informal educational get-together to be held at the Municipality 
on April 16th at 7 PM (to be confirmed) once we have the bottles and Secchi disks available.

5.  Water Quality Day

The Chair noted that, at the last meeting, it had been recommended that Lake McGregor
organize and hold the Water Quality Day for 2003 and Jan Panet agreed to take this 
recommendation to her Executive for their consideration and feedback.

6.  Next Meeting

It was agreed to have the meeting Monday, May 26, 2003 at 6PM.

7.  Termination

The Meeting terminated at 8:45 PM.
